200 million Chinese men suffer from sexual impotence because of tobacco, alcohol and lack of exercise.
Beijing, 18 March (EFE).- Tobacco, alcohol, lack of exercice and bad dieting habits are the factors responsible for sexual impotence of 200 millions Chinese men: that is the conclusion of the experts who participated in the 2nd Greatwall International Andrology Congress, in which the renowned Spanish Doctor, Mariano Rosselló, offered his experience in order to fight the problem of erectile dysfunction in China. 

15% of the Chinese male population suffers impotence. This percentage of affected men is similar in Europe and America but it has the potential to increase at a higher rate in the Asian country as its population grows older. This data was provided by the EFE Agency after the communications of the participating doctors from the Spanish delegation. 

The 2nd Uro-Andrology Congress of Nankín (East of China), inaugurated on 14th March and that ended today, Sunday 18th, gathered together more than 300 specialists, most of them Chinese experts and it also counted with the attendance of Mariano Rosselló, M.D., one of the most important experts in penile surgery in Europe. 
Mariano Rosselló, M.D., is a urologist, andrologist and is the Director of 2 specialised Centres situated in Madrid and Palma de Mallorca. As a surgeon, he carried out the highest number of penile prostheses implant surgeries in Europe (over 1,000 procedures of this type) which makes him the holder ad personam of the largest experience in Europe in this field.

The Spanish Doctor presented the Digital Inflection Rigidometer to his Chinese colleagues, this is a tool of his creation that facilitates the diagnosis of erectile dysfunction, in a faster and more comfortable way than any other traditional diagnosis method. 

Thanks to this tool, the patient can measure the degree of his erectile dysfunction at home, in privacy and in just 20 minutes, in order to determine the type of treatment (oral drugs, injections or surgery) he will require. 

Ying Luguo, M.D, Professor in Urology of the University First Hospital in Pekin took the chair of the Congress and presented other applications of the Chinese traditional medicine that aim to solve the sexual impotence problem. Indeed, erectile dysfunction is a problem that seems to grow as rapidly as the life expectancy of Chinese people does.
